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The small project encountered significant multi-jurisdictional right of way and encroachment 
issues requiring significant cooperation and collaboration between El Dorado Transit, 
CalTrans and the El Dorado County Department of Transportation.  The County of El Dorado 
and CalTrans separately owned portions of the right-of-way and both agencies noted concerns 
related to engineering standard compliance; access and drainage.    A signalization project 
adjacent to the Cambridge Road Park-and-Ride was constructed by the County of El Dorado 
prior to the El Dorado Transit project.  Cooperation between El Dorado Transit and the El 
Dorado County Department of Transportation staff allowed staging at the Park-and-Ride 
during the signalization project while El Dorado Transit handled the acquisition; lease and 
management of Park-and-Ride users to a temporary Park-and-Ride during both projects. 
 
The Cambridge Road Park-and-Ride lot is a well-lit; fully paved seventy-three (73) space 
facilities with bike lockers; bus shelter and standard passenger loading zone.  This project is an 
outstanding example of public agency collaboration with support for development and 
construction of a public facility to serve the residents of El Dorado County.
